This responds to a Letter of Map Revision (LOMR) request dated October 15, 2007, from 
Mr. Richard P. Harris, P.E., CFM, Project Manager, Flood Control District of Maricopa County, that the 
Department of Homeland Security' s Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) evaluate the 
effects that updated flood hazard data for the Lower Painted Rock West Watershed would have on the 
flood hazard infom1ation shown on the effective Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) for your community. 
This LOMR request is referenced as Case Number 08-09-0064P. This letter is based on the best available 
flood hazard infonnation and is intended to improve upon that shown on the effective FIRM. 

We reviewed the submitted data enclosed in the application package (with appendixes) entitled "Technical 
Data Notebook for Lower Painted Rock Watershed Zone A Floodplain Delineation Study West Watershed 
Maricopa County, Arizona," prepared by Kimley-Hom and Associates, Inc., dated September 13, 2007. 
We have determined that the submitted data meet the minimum floodplain management criteria of the 
National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP), but FEMA cannot issue a LOMR or Physical Map Revision at 
this time. 

In accordance with Paragraph 60.3(b)(4) of the NFIP regulations (copy enclosed), we encourage your 
community to use the draft work maps entitled "Lower Painted Rock Watershed Zone A Floodplain 
Delineation Study West Watershed, Sheets 1-19," dated September 13, 2007, within reason, as the best 
available data for floodplain management purposes until such time as FEMA can physically revise the 
FIRM or issue a LOMR. 

This Jetter is based on minimum floodplain management criteria established under the NFIP. Your 
community is responsible for approving all floodplain development and for ensuring all necessary permits 
required by Federal or State law have been received. State, county, and community officials, based on 
knowledge of local conditions and in the interest of safety, may set higher standards for construction in the 
Special Flood Hazard Area, the area subject to inundation by the base (!-percent-annual-chance) flood. If 
the State, county, or community has adopted more restrictive or comprehensive floodplain management 
criteria, these criteria take precedence over the minimum NFIP criteria.
