In
an effort to reduce smoke produced
by outdoor wood burning fire pits, the
Maricopa County Air Quality
Department has created a Propane
Fire Pit Program in partnership with
the Arizona Propane Gas Association,
the Propane Education & Research
Council, and Home Depot.

Sign up online at Maricopa.gov/AQFirePit or by scanning
the QR code above and receive a $75 voucher towards the
purchase of an outdoor propane fire pit at participating
Home Depot locations. In-store and online fire pit options
are available, but all vouchers must first be redeemed

This program is limited to the first 1,000 residents who
apply. A limited number of vouchers will be released on
a weekly basis. Please note there may be a wait list from
the time of application to the time a voucher is released.
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
